convey or dispense water for human consumption.


What is the low lead requirement?



Before January 1, 2010, the maximum allowable lead content



was 8.0% in pipes and pipe fittings.



After January 1, 2010, the maximum allowable lead content has



been reduced to 0.25% in wetted surfaces of pipes and pipe 


fittings (as determined by a weighted average).


Do the Dixon Brass products meet this new requirement?



Because our brass products are not intended to convey or 


dispense water for human consumption our fittings do not meet 

this requirement (see Jim Bansbach's letter of July 14, 2009).


Are there any alternatives?



Yes, many of Dixon Brass's products are available in 303SS



(stainless steel).   303SS if FDA approved for potable water.
